Coordination between Fabricator and Galvanizer: Prior to fabrication and final
submittal of shop drawings to Architect, direct fabricators to submit shop drawings to
the galvanizer for all metal fabrications to receive factory-applied metal coatings.
Direct galvanizer to review fabricator's shop drawings for suitability of materials for
galvanizing and coatings and coordinate any required modifications to fabrications
required to be performed by the fabricator.

Environmental Compliance: Coatings shall be certified OTC/VOC compliant and
conform to EPA standards and local regulations.

PRODUCTS

COATING APPLICATOR

Coating Applicator: For the purpose of establishing a standard of quality and performance,
provide factory-applied metal coatings by Natina Steel by Natina Products or approved equal.

EXECUTION

The material must consist of a clear soluble solution of natural elements and soft buffered
organic acids. The product must react with the target surface to produce a rustic brown color
with a matte finish. The color produced must be resistant to fading in the sun.

EXECUTION

COLORANT

After areas to be treated have been prepared and the sample approved, apply colorant to all
existing galvanized surfaces and appurtenances required to be treated. Apply product according
to the manufacturer’s instructions to achieve a color consistent with the approved sample.

1. Colorant must be applied uniformly. Irregularities (above and beyond those that the
product naturally produces) must be corrected according to the product manufacturer’s
recommendations.

2. Treated surfaces must be kept dry for a period of 5 days following the application of
colorant or additional coats may be required (so do not apply if rain is forecast).

3. Material should be applied outdoors with daytime temperatures above 60 degrees and
nighttime temperature, preferably, above 50 degrees (lower night temperatures may be
okay in some situations. Please contact manufacturer for more information). Material can
also be cured using large curing ovens. Different components may require different
temperatures and curing times. Please contact manufacturer for more information.

4. Final approval of product samples shall be made by the Owner and/or Architect.

5. No work shall proceed until written approval is received.

3.2 STORAGE

A. Treated surfaces must be stored properly at the construction yard after delivery and before, and
up to, time of installation.

1. If components stack (as with guardrail), spacers should be placed between rows to allow
for necessary airflow.

2. Items should be stacked perpendicular to the ground slope to allow for properdrainage.
3. Items should be elevated so they do not come into direct contact with soil or plant matter.
4. Any and all other standard storage procedures should be met.

5. Itis the responsibility of the prime contractor to ensure that all components are stored
properly on site.
