But whether you are relaxing on a quiet backwater or taking 
in the grand majesty of the Harbor, our estuary shares some com-
mon and important features. In particular, water quality every-
where is affected by stormwater discharge. Consider waiting a 
day or two after a heavy rain before going out on the water. To 
learn more about water quality in the Estuary, check out the  
Water Quality Report at www.hudsonriver.org/harborwide-
wqreport-2021.

A few basic tips will make sure that you and your party have a 
great day: Understand the temperature of the water and the air 
and the power of the wind; Consult tide and current tables and 
navigation charts; Know the rules of the road; Dress appropriately 
and bring plenty of food, water, and sun protection; Don’t forget a 
lifevest or other personal floatation device; Travel with experi-
enced paddlers and in groups.
